The following is a summary from the Local Government Act regarding eligibility and qualifications for office as a Parish Councillor.

1. Councillors should be over 18 years of age.
2. Councillors should be registered as an elector.

3. Councillors should be resident or have their principal place of work (including volunteering) either in the Parish or within three miles of the Parish boundary during the past twelve months.
4. Councillors should not hold paid office in any organisation connected with the Parish Council.
5. Councillors should not be subject to a bankruptcy restrictions order or an interim order.
6. Councillors should not be convicted of any offence within the past five years and been sentenced to not less than three months’ imprisonment (whether suspended or not) without the option of a fine.

Additional requirements of Barling Magna Parish Council
1. Councillors must be able to commit to attending Council/Committee meetings on a regular basis.
2. Councillors may be required to attend training sessions.
3. Councillors may be required to carry out additional duties i.e. assisting at events etc. (including evenings and weekends).
4. Councillors may be required to represent the Council on various outside bodies.
5. Councillors must be prepared to become a Trustee of The Barling Magna Village Hall
